The statue of  national higher education institution i€
honorary, is awarded for the significamt contribution 10 the
development of higher educabon, science and cullure of
Ukraine, and is reflecied in the official name of a higher
education ingtitution.

8.2 Types of Educational Programmus and Degrees

Since 2002 higher education studies in Ulkraing have
been conducted for educational programmes leading fo a
Jumior Speciaiist’s degree (incomplete higher education), a
Bachelor’s Diegres (basic higher cducation), a Specialist's
Diegree (complete higher education) and a Master's Degree
(complete higher education). y

In 2005 Ukraine joinod the Bologna Process and in a
decade a threecyele system of higher education *studies
{Bachelor, Master and PhD) has been  soccessfully
introduced. After adoption in 2014 of the Law of Ukmaine
‘On Higher Education’, a three-cycle system has gradually
been introduced i educational programmes of higher
education instilutions. This change has provided enlarged
variety arid flexibility to students in planning and pursuing
individual educational trajectories and laid the ground for
enhancing compatibility of educational process in Ukraine
and other countries of the European Higher Education Area.
Furthermore, the initial level (short cycle) of higher
education remains indispensable in the higher education
system of Ukraine.
